10 And Balaam said unto God, Balak the son of Zippor, king of Moab, hath sent unto me, saying, 
11 Behold, there is a people come out of Egypt, which covereth the face of the earth: come now, 

curse me them; peradventure I shall be able to overcome them, and drive them out. 
12 And God said unto Balaam, Thou shalt not go with them; thou shalt not curse the people: for 

they are blessed. 
13 And Balaam rose up in the morning, and said unto the princes of Balak, Get you into your 

land: for the LORD refuseth to give me leave to go with you. 
14 And the princes of Moab rose up, and they went unto Balak, and said, Balaam refuseth to 

come with us. 
15  And Balak sent yet again princes, more, and more honourable than they. 
16 And they came to Balaam, and said to him, Thus saith Balak the son of Zippor, Let nothing, I 

pray thee, hinder thee from coming unto me: 
17 For I will promote thee unto very great honour, and I will do whatsoever thou sayest unto me: 

come therefore, I pray thee, curse me this people. 
18 And Balaam answered and said unto the servants of Balak, If Balak would give me his house 

full of silver and gold, I cannot go beyond the word of the LORD my God, to do less or more. 
19 Now therefore, I pray you, tarry ye also here this night, that I may know what the LORD will 

say unto me more. 
20 And God came unto Balaam at night, and said unto him, If the men come to call thee, rise up, 

and go with them; but yet the word which I shall say unto thee, that shalt thou do. 
21 And Balaam rose up in the morning, and saddled his ass, and went with the princes of Moab. 
22  And God's anger was kindled because he went: and the angel of the LORD stood in the way 

for an adversary against him. Now he was riding upon his ass, and his two servants were with him. 
23 And the ass saw the angel of the LORD standing in the way, and his sword drawn in his hand: 

and the ass turned aside out of the way, and went into the field: and Balaam smote the ass, to turn 
her into the way. 

24 But the angel of the LORD stood in a path of the vineyards, a wall being on this side, and a 
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wall on that side. 
25 And when the ass saw the angel of the LORD, she thrust herself unto the wall, and crushed 

Balaam's foot against the wall: and he smote her again. 
26 And the angel of the LORD went further, and stood in a narrow place, where was no way to 

turn either to the right hand or to the left. 
27 And when the ass saw the angel of the LORD, she fell down under Balaam: and Balaam's 

anger was kindled, and he smote the ass with a staff. 
28 And the LORD opened the mouth of the ass, and she said unto Balaam, What have I done unto 

thee, that thou hast smitten me these three times? 
29 And Balaam said unto the ass, Because thou hast mocked me: I would there were a sword in 

mine hand, for now would I kill thee. 
30 And the ass said unto Balaam, Am not I thine ass, upon which thou hast ridden ever since I 

was thine unto this day? was I ever wont to do so unto thee? And he said, Nay. 
31 Then the LORD opened the eyes of Balaam, and he saw the angel of the LORD standing in 

the way, and his sword drawn in his hand: and he bowed down his head, and fell flat on his face. 
32 And the angel of the LORD said unto him, Wherefore hast thou smitten thine ass these three 

times? behold, I went out to withstand thee, because thy way is perverse before me: 
33 And the ass saw me, and turned from me these three times: unless she had turned from me, 

surely now also I had slain thee, and saved her alive. 
34 And Balaam said unto the angel of the LORD, I have sinned; for I knew not that thou stoodest 

in the way against me: now therefore, if it displease thee, I will get me back again. 
35 And the angel of the LORD said unto Balaam, Go with the men: but only the word that I shall 

speak unto thee, that thou shalt speak. So Balaam went with the princes of Balak. 
36  And when Balak heard that Balaam was come, he went out to meet him unto a city of Moab, 

which is in the border of Arnon, which is in the utmost coast. 
37 And Balak said unto Balaam, Did I not earnestly send unto thee to call thee? wherefore camest 

thou not unto me? am I not able indeed to promote thee to honour? 
38 And Balaam said unto Balak, Lo, I am come unto thee: have I now any power at all to say any 

thing? the word that God putteth in my mouth, that shall I speak. 
 

CHAPTER 23 
 
3 And Balaam said unto Balak, Stand by thy burnt offering, and I will go: peradventure the 

LORD will come to meet me: and whatsoever he sheweth me I will tell thee. And he went to an 
high place. 

4 And God met Balaam: and he said unto him, I have prepared seven altars, and I have offered 
upon every altar a bullock and a ram. 

5 And the LORD put a word in Balaam's mouth, and said, Return unto Balak, and thus thou shalt 
speak. 

6 And he returned unto him, and, lo, he stood by his burnt sacrifice, he, and all the princes of 
Moab. 

7 And he took up his parable, and said, Balak the king of Moab hath brought me from Aram, out 
of the mountains of the east, saying, Come, curse me Jacob, and come, defy Israel. 

8 How shall I curse, whom God hath not cursed? or how shall I defy, whom the LORD hath not 
defied? 

9 For from the top of the rocks I see him, and from the hills I behold him: lo, the people shall 
dwell alone, and shall not be reckoned among the nations. 

10 Who can count the dust of Jacob, and the number of the fourth part of Israel? Let me die the 
death of the righteous, and let my last end be like his! 

11 And Balak said unto Balaam, What hast thou done unto me? I took thee to curse mine 
enemies, and, behold, thou hast blessed them altogether. 

12 And he answered and said, Must I not take heed to speak that which the LORD hath put in my 
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mouth? 
13 And Balak said unto him, Come, I pray thee, with me unto another place, from whence thou 

mayest see them: thou shalt see but the utmost part of them, and shalt not see them all: and curse 
me them from thence. 

14  And he brought him into the field of Zophim, to the top of Pisgah, and built seven altars, and 
offered a bullock and a ram on every altar. 

15 And he said unto Balak, Stand here by thy burnt offering, while I meet the LORD yonder. 
16 And the LORD met Balaam, and put a word in his mouth, and said, Go again unto Balak, and 

say thus. 
17 And when he came to him, behold, he stood by his burnt offering, and the princes of Moab 

with him. And Balak said unto him, What hath the LORD spoken? 
18 And he took up his parable, and said, Rise up, Balak, and hear; hearken unto me, thou son of 

Zippor: 
19 God is not a man, that he should lie; neither the son of man, that he should repent: hath he 

said, and shall he not do it? or hath he spoken, and shall he not make it good? 
20 Behold, I have received commandment to bless: and he hath blessed; and I cannot reverse it. 
21 He hath not beheld iniquity in Jacob, neither hath he seen perverseness in Israel: the LORD 

his God is with him, and the shout of a king is among them. 
22 God brought them out of Egypt; he hath as it were the strength of an unicorn. 
23 Surely there is no enchantment against Jacob, neither is there any divination against Israel: 

according to this time it shall be said of Jacob and of Israel, What hath God wrought! 
24 Behold, the people shall rise up as a great lion, and lift up himself as a young lion: he shall not 

lie down until he eat of the prey, and drink the blood of the slain. 
25  And Balak said unto Balaam, Neither curse them at all, nor bless them at all. 
26 But Balaam answered and said unto Balak, Told not I thee, saying, All that the LORD 

speaketh, that I must do? 
27  And Balak said unto Balaam, Come, I pray thee, I will bring thee unto another place; 

peradventure it will please God that thou mayest curse me them from thence. 
28 And Balak brought Balaam unto the top of Peor, that looketh toward Jeshimon. 
29 And Balaam said unto Balak, Build me here seven altars, and prepare me here seven bullocks 

and seven rams. 
30 And Balak did as Balaam had said, and offered a bullock and a ram on every altar. 
 

CHAPTER 24 
 

1 And when Balaam saw that it pleased the LORD to bless Israel, he went not, as at other times, 
to seek for enchantments, but he set his face toward the wilderness. 

2 And Balaam lifted up his eyes, and he saw Israel abiding in his tents according to their tribes; 
and the spirit of God came upon him. 

3 And he took up his parable, and said, Balaam the son of Beor hath said, and the man whose 
eyes are open hath said: 

4 He hath said, which heard the words of God, which saw the vision of the Almighty, falling into 
a trance, but having his eyes open: 

5 How goodly are thy tents, O Jacob, and thy tabernacles, O Israel! 
6 As the valleys are they spread forth, as gardens by the river's side, as the trees of lign aloes 

which the LORD hath planted, and as cedar trees beside the waters. 
7 He shall pour the water out of his buckets, and his seed shall be in many waters, and his king 

shall be higher than Agag, and his kingdom shall be exalted. 
8 God brought him forth out of Egypt; he hath as it were the strength of an unicorn: he shall eat 

up the nations his enemies, and shall break their bones, and pierce them through with his arrows. 
9 He couched, he lay down as a lion, and as a great lion: who shall stir him up? Blessed is he that 

blesseth thee, and cursed is he that curseth thee. 
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10  And Balak's anger was kindled against Balaam, and he smote his hands together: and Balak 
said unto Balaam, I called thee to curse mine enemies, and, behold, thou hast altogether blessed 
them these three times. 

11 Therefore now flee thou to thy place: I thought to promote thee unto great honour; but, lo, the 
LORD hath kept thee back from honour. 

12 And Balaam said unto Balak, Spake I not also to thy messengers which thou sentest unto me, 
saying, 

13 If Balak would give me his house full of silver and gold, I cannot go beyond the 
commandment of the LORD, to do either good or bad of mine own mind; but what the LORD saith, 
that will I speak? 

14 And now, behold, I go unto my people: come therefore, and I will advertise thee what this 
people shall do to thy people in the latter days. 

15  And he took up his parable, and said, Balaam the son of Beor hath said, and the man whose 
eyes are open hath said: 

16 He hath said, which heard the words of God, and knew the knowledge of the most High, 
which saw the vision of the Almighty, falling into a trance, but having his eyes open: 

17 I shall see him, but not now: I shall behold him, but not nigh: there shall come a Star out of 
Jacob, and a Sceptre shall rise out of Israel, and shall smite the corners of Moab, and destroy all the 
children of Sheth. 

18 And Edom shall be a possession, Seir also shall be a possession for his enemies; and Israel 
shall do valiantly. 

19 Out of Jacob shall come he that shall have dominion, and shall destroy him that remaineth of 
the city. 

20  And when he looked on Amalek, he took up his parable, and said, Amalek was the first of the 
nations; but his latter end shall be that he perish for ever. 

21 And he looked on the Kenites, and took up his parable, and said, Strong is thy dwellingplace, 
and thou puttest thy nest in a rock. 

22 Nevertheless the Kenite shall be wasted, until Asshur shall carry thee away captive. 
23 And he took up his parable, and said, Alas, who shall live when God doeth this! 
24 And ships shall come from the coast of Chittim, and shall afflict Asshur, and shall afflict Eber, 

and he also shall perish for ever. 
25 And Balaam rose up, and went and returned to his place: and Balak also went his way. 
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THE FIFTH BOOK OF MOSES, CALLED 

DEUTERONOMY 
 
 

CHAPTER 28 
 
1 And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice of the LORD thy God, 

to observe and to do all his commandments which I command thee this day, that the LORD thy 
God will set thee on high above all nations of the earth: 

2 And all these blessings shall come on thee, and overtake thee, if thou shalt hearken unto the 
voice of the LORD thy God.

CHAPTER 2 
 
1 And Hannah prayed, and said, My heart rejoiceth in the LORD, mine horn is exalted in the 

LORD: my mouth is enlarged over mine enemies; because I rejoice in thy salvation. 
2 There is none holy as the LORD: for there is none beside thee: neither is there any rock like our 

God. 
3 Talk no more so exceeding proudly; let not arrogancy come out of your mouth: for the LORD 

is a God of knowledge, and by him actions are weighed. 
4 The bows of the mighty men are broken, and they that stumbled are girded with strength. 
5 They that were full have hired out themselves for bread; and they that were hungry ceased: so 

that the barren hath born seven; and she that hath many children is waxed feeble. 
6 The LORD killeth, and maketh alive: he bringeth down to the grave, and bringeth up. 
7 The LORD maketh poor, and maketh rich: he bringeth low, and lifteth up. 
8 He raiseth up the poor out of the dust, and lifteth up the beggar from the dunghill, to set them 

among princes, and to make them inherit the throne of glory: for the pillars of the earth are the 
LORD'S, and he hath set the world upon them. 

9 He will keep the feet of his saints, and the wicked shall be silent in darkness; for by strength 
shall no man prevail. 

10 The adversaries of the LORD shall be broken to pieces; out of heaven shall he thunder upon 
them: the LORD shall judge the ends of the earth; and he shall give strength unto his king, and 
exalt the horn of his anointed. 

 
CHAPTER 7 

 
8 And the children of Israel said to Samuel, Cease not to cry unto the LORD our God for us, that 

he will save us out of the hand of the Philistines. 
9  And Samuel took a sucking lamb, and offered it for a burnt offering wholly unto the LORD: 

and Samuel cried unto the LORD for Israel; and the LORD heard him. 
10 And as Samuel was offering up the burnt offering, the Philistines drew near to battle against 

Israel: but the LORD thundered with a great thunder on that day upon the Philistines, and 
discomfited them; and they were smitten before Israel. 

11 And the men of Israel went out of Mizpeh, and pursued the Philistines, and smote them, until 
they came under Beth-car. 

12 Then Samuel took a stone, and set it between Mizpeh and Shen, and called the name of it 
Eben-ezer, saying, Hitherto hath the LORD helped us.

26 I am distressed for thee, my brother Jonathan: very pleasant hast thou been unto me: thy love 

to me was wonderful, passing the love of women. 
 

CHAPTER 5 
 
12 And David perceived that the LORD had established him king over Israel, and that he had 

exalted his kingdom for his people Israel's sake. 
 

CHAPTER 6 
 
12  And it was told king David, saying, The LORD hath blessed the house of Obed-edom, and all 

that pertaineth unto him, because of the ark of God. So David went and brought up the ark of God 
from the house of Obed-edom into the city of David with gladness. 

13 And it was so, that when they that bare the ark of the LORD had gone six paces, he sacrificed 
oxen and fatlings.

14 I will be his father, and he shall be my son. If he commit iniquity, I will chasten him with the 

rod of men, and with the stripes of the children of men: 
15 But my mercy shall not depart away from him, as I took it from Saul, whom I put away before 

thee. 
16 And thine house and thy kingdom shall be established for ever before thee: thy throne shall be 

established for ever. 
 
21 For thy word's sake, and according to thine own heart, hast thou done all these great things, to 

make thy servant know them. 
22 Wherefore thou art great, O LORD God: for there is none like thee, neither is there any God 

beside thee, according to all that we have heard with our ears. 
 
25 And now, O LORD God, the word that thou hast spoken concerning thy servant, and 

concerning his house, establish it for ever, and do as thou hast said. 
26 And let thy name be magnified for ever, saying, The LORD of hosts is the God over Israel: 

and let the house of thy servant David be established before thee. 
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27 For thou, O LORD of hosts, God of Israel, hast revealed to thy servant, saying, I will build 
thee an house: therefore hath thy servant found in his heart to pray this prayer unto thee. 

 
CHAPTER 16 

 
12 It may be that the LORD will look on mine affliction, and that the LORD will requite me good 

for his cursing this day.

21 And Solomon reigned over all kingdoms from the river unto the land of the Philistines, and 

unto the border of Egypt: they brought presents, and served Solomon all the days of his life. 
 

CHAPTER 8 
 
25 Therefore now, LORD God of Israel, keep with thy servant David my father that thou 

promisedst him, saying, There shall not fail thee a man in my sight to sit on the throne of Israel; so 
that thy children take heed to their way, that they walk before me as thou hast walked before me. 

26 And now, O God of Israel, let thy word, I pray thee, be verified, which thou spakest unto thy 
servant David my father. 

 
33  When thy people Israel be smitten down before the enemy, because they have sinned against 

thee, and shall turn again to thee, and confess thy name, and pray, and make supplication unto thee 
in this house: 

34 Then hear thou in heaven, and forgive the sin of thy people Israel, and bring them again unto 
the land which thou gavest unto their fathers. 

35  When heaven is shut up, and there is no rain, because they have sinned against thee; if they 
pray toward this place, and confess thy name, and turn from their sin, when thou afflictest them: 

36 Then hear thou in heaven, and forgive the sin of thy servants, and of thy people Israel, that 
thou teach them the good way wherein they should walk, and give rain upon thy land, which thou 
hast given to thy people for an inheritance. 

 
40 That they may fear thee all the days that they live in the land which thou gavest unto our 

fathers. 
 
45 Then hear thou in heaven their prayer and their supplication, and maintain their cause. 
 
51 For they be thy people, and thine inheritance, which thou broughtest forth out of Egypt, from 

the midst of the furnace of iron: 
52 That thine eyes may be open unto the supplication of thy servant, and unto the supplication of 

thy people Israel, to hearken unto them in all that they call for unto thee. 
53 For thou didst separate them from among all the people of the earth, to be thine inheritance, as 

thou spakest by the hand of Moses thy servant, when thou broughtest our fathers out of Egypt, O 
Lord GOD. 

 
56 Blessed be the LORD, that hath given rest unto his people Israel, according to all that he 

promised: there hath not failed one word of all his good promise, which he promised by the hand of 
Moses his servant. 

57 The LORD our God be with us, as he was with our fathers: let him not leave us, nor forsake 
us: 

58 That he may incline our hearts unto him, to walk in all his ways, and to keep his 
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commandments, and his statutes, and his judgments, which he commanded our fathers. 
59 And let these my words, wherewith I have made supplication before the LORD, be nigh unto 

the LORD our God day and night, that he maintain the cause of his servant, and the cause of his 
people Israel at all times, as the matter shall require: 

60 That all the people of the earth may know that the LORD is God, and that there is none else.

27 Glory and honour are in his presence; strength and gladness are in his place. 
28 Give unto the LORD, ye kindreds of the people, give unto the LORD glory and strength. 
29 Give unto the LORD the glory due unto his name: bring an offering, and come before him: 

worship the LORD in the beauty of holiness. 
30 Fear before him, all the earth: the world also shall be stable, that it be not moved. 
31 Let the heavens be glad, and let the earth rejoice: and let men say among the nations, The 

LORD reigneth. 
32 Let the sea roar, and the fulness thereof: let the fields rejoice, and all that is therein. 
33 Then shall the trees of the wood sing out at the presence of the LORD, because he cometh to 

judge the earth. 
34 O give thanks unto the LORD; for he is good; for his mercy endureth for ever. 
35 And say ye, Save us, O God of our salvation, and gather us together, and deliver us from the 

heathen, that we may give thanks to thy holy name, and glory in thy praise. 
36 Blessed be the LORD God of Israel for ever and ever. And all the people said, Amen, and 

praised the LORD. 
 

CHAPTER 17 
 
6 Wheresoever I have walked with all Israel, spake I a word to any of the judges of Israel, whom 

I commanded to feed my people, saying, Why have ye not built me an house of cedars? 
7 Now therefore thus shalt thou say unto my servant David, Thus saith the LORD of hosts, I took 

thee from the sheepcote, even from following the sheep, that thou shouldest be ruler over my 
people Israel: 

8 And I have been with thee whithersoever thou hast walked, and have cut off all thine enemies 
from before thee, and have made thee a name like the name of the great men that are in the earth. 

9 Also I will ordain a place for my people Israel, and will plant them, and they shall dwell in their 
place, and shall be moved no more; neither shall the children of wickedness waste them any more, 
as at the beginning, 

10 And since the time that I commanded judges to be over my people Israel. Moreover I will 
subdue all thine enemies. Furthermore I tell thee that the LORD will build thee an house. 
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11  And it shall come to pass, when thy days be expired that thou must go to be with thy fathers, 
that I will raise up thy seed after thee, which shall be of thy sons; and I will establish his kingdom. 

12 He shall build me an house, and I will stablish his throne for ever. 
13 I will be his father, and he shall be my son: and I will not take my mercy away from him, as I 

took it from him that was before thee: 
14 But I will settle him in mine house and in my kingdom for ever: and his throne shall be 

established for evermore. 
 
19 O LORD, for thy servant's sake, and according to thine own heart, hast thou done all this 

greatness, in making known all these great things. 
 
26 And now, LORD, thou art God, and hast promised this goodness unto thy servant: 
27 Now therefore let it please thee to bless the house of thy servant, that it may be before thee for 

ever: for thou blessest, O LORD, and it shall be blessed for ever. 
 

CHAPTER 18 
 
13  And he put garrisons in Edom; and all the Edomites became David's servants. Thus the 

LORD preserved David whithersoever he went. 
14  So David reigned over all Israel, and executed judgment and justice among all his people. 
 

CHAPTER 29 
 
12 Both riches and honour come of thee, and thou reignest over all; and in thine hand is power 

and might; and in thine hand it is to make great, and to give strength unto all. 
13 Now therefore, our God, we thank thee, and praise thy glorious name.

21  Then I proclaimed a fast there, at the river of Ahava, that we might afflict ourselves before 

our God, to seek of him a right way for us, and for our little ones, and for all our substance. 
 

CHAPTER 9 
 
12 Now therefore give not your daughters unto their sons, neither take their daughters unto your 

sons, nor seek their peace or their wealth for ever: that ye may be strong, and eat the good of the 
land, and leave it for an inheritance to your children for ever.

life; of whom shall I be afraid? 
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4 One thing have I desired of the LORD, that will I seek after; that I may dwell in the house of 
the LORD all the days of my life, to behold the beauty of the LORD, and to enquire in his temple. 

 
PSALM 28 

 
7 The LORD is my strength and my shield; my heart trusted in him, and I am helped: therefore 

my heart greatly rejoiceth; and with my song will I praise him. 
 

PSALM 34 
 
8 O taste and see that the LORD is good: blessed is the man that trusteth in him. 
 

PSALM 36 
 
5 Thy mercy, O LORD, is in the heavens; and thy faithfulness reacheth unto the clouds. 
6 Thy righteousness is like the great mountains; thy judgments are a great deep: O LORD, thou 

preservest man and beast. 
7 How excellent is thy lovingkindness, O God! therefore the children of men put their trust under 

the shadow of thy wings. 
8 They shall be abundantly satisfied with the fatness of thy house; and thou shalt make them 

drink of the river of thy pleasures. 
9 For with thee is the fountain of life: in thy light shall we see light. 
 

PSALM 39 
 
7 And now, Lord, what wait I for? my hope is in thee. 
 

PSALM 40 
 
11 Withhold not thou thy tender mercies from me, O LORD: let thy lovingkindness and thy truth 

continually preserve me. 
 

PSALM 42 
 
1 As the hart panteth after the water brooks, so panteth my soul after thee, O God. 
2 My soul thirsteth for God, for the living God: when shall I come and appear before God? 
 
11 Why art thou cast down, O my soul? and why art thou disquieted within me? hope thou in 

God: for I shall yet praise him, who is the health of my countenance, and my God. 
 

PSALM 46 
 
1 God is our refuge and strength, a very present help in trouble. 
 
10 Be still, and know that I am God: I will be exalted among the heathen, I will be exalted in the 

earth. 
 

PSALM 49 
 
15 But God will redeem my soul from the power of the grave: for he shall receive me. Selah. 
 

PSALM 50 
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14 Offer unto God thanksgiving; and pay thy vows unto the most High: 
15 And call upon me in the day of trouble: I will deliver thee, and thou shalt glorify me. 
 

PSALM 55 
 
16 As for me, I will call upon God; and the LORD shall save me. 
17 Evening, and morning, and at noon, will I pray, and cry aloud: and he shall hear my voice. 
 

PSALM 62 
 
5 My soul, wait thou only upon God; for my expectation is from him. 
6 He only is my rock and my salvation: he is my defence; I shall not be moved. 
 

PSALM 63 
 
1 O God, thou art my God; early will I seek thee: my soul thirsteth for thee, my flesh longeth for 

thee in a dry and thirsty land, where no water is; 
2 To see thy power and thy glory, so as I have seen thee in the sanctuary. 
3 Because thy lovingkindness is better than life, my lips shall praise thee. 
4 Thus will I bless thee while I live: I will lift up my hands in thy name. 
5 My soul shall be satisfied as with marrow and fatness; and my mouth shall praise thee with 

joyful lips: 
6 When I remember thee upon my bed, and meditate on thee in the night watches. 
7 Because thou hast been my help, therefore in the shadow of thy wings will I rejoice. 
8 My soul followeth hard after thee: thy right hand upholdeth me. 
9 But those that seek my soul, to destroy it, shall go into the lower parts of the earth. 
10 They shall fall by the sword: they shall be a portion for foxes. 
11 But the king shall rejoice in God; every one that sweareth by him shall glory: but the mouth of 

them that speak lies shall be stopped. 
 

PSALM 67 
 
1 God be merciful unto us, and bless us; and cause his face to shine upon us; Selah. 
2 That thy way may be known upon earth, thy saving health among all nations. 
3 Let the people praise thee, O God; let all the people praise thee. 
4 O let the nations be glad and sing for joy: for thou shalt judge the people righteously, and 

govern the nations upon earth. Selah. 
5 Let the people praise thee, O God; let all the people praise thee. 
6 Then shall the earth yield her increase; and God, even our own God, shall bless us. 
7 God shall bless us; and all the ends of the earth shall fear him. 
 

PSALM 68 
 
19 Blessed be the Lord, who daily loadeth us with benefits, even the God of our salvation. Selah. 
 

PSALM 69 
 
29 But I am poor and sorrowful: let thy salvation, O God, set me up on high. 
30 I will praise the name of God with a song, and will magnify him with thanksgiving. 
31 This also shall please the LORD better than an ox or bullock that hath horns and hoofs. 
32 The humble shall see this, and be glad: and your heart shall live that seek God. 
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PSALM 71 

 
12 O God, be not far from me: O my God, make haste for my help. 
 

PSALM 73 
 
24 Thou shalt guide me with thy counsel, and afterward receive me to glory. 
25 Whom have I in heaven but thee? and there is none upon earth that I desire beside thee. 
26 My flesh and my heart faileth: but God is the strength of my heart, and my portion for ever. 
27 For, lo, they that are far from thee shall perish: thou hast destroyed all them that go a whoring 

from thee. 
28 But it is good for me to draw near to God: I have put my trust in the Lord GOD, that I may 

declare all thy works. 
 

PSALM 78 
 
67 Moreover he refused the tabernacle of Joseph, and chose not the tribe of Ephraim: 
68 But chose the tribe of Judah, the mount Zion which he loved. 
69 And he built his sanctuary like high palaces, like the earth which he hath established for ever. 
70 He chose David also his servant, and took him from the sheepfolds: 
71 From following the ewes great with young he brought him to feed Jacob his people, and Israel 

his inheritance. 
 

PSALM 84 
 
4 Blessed are they that dwell in thy house: they will be still praising thee. Selah. 
5 Blessed is the man whose strength is in thee; in whose heart are the ways of them. 
 

PSALM 86 
 
4 Rejoice the soul of thy servant: for unto thee, O Lord, do I lift up my soul. 
5 For thou, Lord, art good, and ready to forgive; and plenteous in mercy unto all them that call 

upon thee. 
6 Give ear, O LORD, unto my prayer; and attend to the voice of my supplications. 
7 In the day of my trouble I will call upon thee: for thou wilt answer me. 
 

PSALM 88 
 
9 Mine eye mourneth by reason of affliction: LORD, I have called daily upon thee, I have 

stretched out my hands unto thee. 
10 Wilt thou shew wonders to the dead? shall the dead arise and praise thee? Selah. 
11 Shall thy lovingkindness be declared in the grave? or thy faithfulness in destruction? 

 
PSALM 92 

 
1 It is a good thing to give thanks unto the LORD, and to sing praises unto thy name, O most 

High: 
2 To shew forth thy lovingkindness in the morning, and thy faithfulness every night, 
3 Upon an instrument of ten strings, and upon the psaltery; upon the harp with a solemn sound. 
4 For thou, LORD, hast made me glad through thy work: I will triumph in the works of thy 

hands. 
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13 Those that be planted in the house of the LORD shall flourish in the courts of our God. 

 
PSALM 94 

 
18 When I said, My foot slippeth; thy mercy, O LORD, held me up. 
19 In the multitude of my thoughts within me thy comforts delight my soul. 
 

PSALM 95 
 
6 O come, let us worship and bow down: let us kneel before the LORD our maker. 
7 For he is our God; and we are the people of his pasture, and the sheep of his hand. To day if ye 

will hear his voice, 
8 Harden not your heart, as in the provocation, and as in the day of temptation in the wilderness: 
9 When your fathers tempted me, proved me, and saw my work. 
 

PSALM 100 
 
4 Enter into his gates with thanksgiving, and into his courts with praise: be thankful unto him, 

and bless his name. 
5 For the LORD is good; his mercy is everlasting; and his truth endureth to all generations. 
 

PSALM 103 
 
1 Bless the LORD, O my soul: and all that is within me, bless his holy name.

CHAPTER 1 
 
2 Vanity of vanities, saith the Preacher, vanity of vanities; all is vanity. 
3 What profit hath a man of all his labour which he taketh under the sun? 
 

CHAPTER 2 
 
1 I said in mine heart, Go to now, I will prove thee with mirth, therefore enjoy pleasure: and, 

behold, this also is vanity. 
2 I said of laughter, It is mad: and of mirth, What doeth it? 
3 I sought in mine heart to give myself unto wine, yet acquainting mine heart with wisdom; and 

to lay hold on folly, till I might see what was that good for the sons of men, which they should do 
under the heaven all the days of their life. 

4 I made me great works; I builded me houses; I planted me vineyards: 
 
10 And whatsoever mine eyes desired I kept not from them, I withheld not my heart from any 

joy; for my heart rejoiced in all my labour: and this was my portion of all my labour. 
11 Then I looked on all the works that my hands had wrought, and on the labour that I had 

laboured to do: and, behold, all was vanity and vexation of spirit, and there was no profit under the 
sun. 

 
13 Then I saw that wisdom excelleth folly, as far as light excelleth darkness. 
 
16 For there is no remembrance of the wise more than of the fool for ever; seeing that which now 

is in the days to come shall all be forgotten. And how dieth the wise man? as the fool. 
17 Therefore I hated life; because the work that is wrought under the sun is grievous unto me: for 

all is vanity and vexation of spirit. 
18  Yea, I hated all my labour which I had taken under the sun: because I should leave it unto the 

man that shall be after me. 
 
24  There is nothing better for a man, than that he should eat and drink, and that he should make 

his soul enjoy good in his labour. This also I saw, that it was from the hand of God. 
 

CHAPTER 3 
 
12 I know that there is no good in them, but for a man to rejoice, and to do good in his life. 
13 And also that every man should eat and drink, and enjoy the good of all his labour, it is the gift 

of God. 
 

CHAPTER 4 
 
9  Two are better than one; because they have a good reward for their labour. 
 

CHAPTER 5 
 
10 He that loveth silver shall not be satisfied with silver; nor he that loveth abundance with 
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increase: this is also vanity. 
 
12 The sleep of a labouring man is sweet, whether he eat little or much: but the abundance of the 

rich will not suffer him to sleep. 
13 There is a sore evil which I have seen under the sun, namely, riches kept for the owners 

thereof to their hurt. 
 
18  Behold that which I have seen: it is good and comely for one to eat and to drink, and to enjoy 

the good of all his labour that he taketh under the sun all the days of his life, which God giveth him: 
for it is his portion. 

19 Every man also to whom God hath given riches and wealth, and hath given him power to eat 
thereof, and to take his portion, and to rejoice in his labour; this is the gift of God. 

 
CHAPTER 7 

 
5 It is better to hear the rebuke of the wise, than for a man to hear the song of fools. 
 
12 For wisdom is a defence, and money is a defence: but the excellency of knowledge is, that 

wisdom giveth life to them that have it. 
 

CHAPTER 8 
 
9 All this have I seen, and applied my heart unto every work that is done under the sun: there is a 

time wherein one man ruleth over another to his own hurt. 
 
15 Then I commended mirth, because a man hath no better thing under the sun, than to eat, and to 

drink, and to be merry: for that shall abide with him of his labour the days of his life, which God 
giveth him under the sun. 

 
CHAPTER 9 

 
4  For to him that is joined to all the living there is hope: for a living dog is better than a dead 

lion. 
5 For the living know that they shall die: but the dead know not any thing, neither have they any 

more a reward; for the memory of them is forgotten. 
 
9 Live joyfully with the wife whom thou lovest all the days of the life of thy vanity, which he 

hath given thee under the sun, all the days of thy vanity: for that is thy portion in this life, and in thy 
labour which thou takest under the sun. 

10 Whatsoever thy hand findeth to do, do it with thy might; for there is no work, nor device, nor 
knowledge, nor wisdom, in the grave, whither thou goest. 

11  I returned, and saw under the sun, that the race is not to the swift, nor the battle to the strong, 
neither yet bread to the wise, nor yet riches to men of understanding, nor yet favour to men of skill; 
but time and chance happeneth to them all. 

12 For man also knoweth not his time: as the fishes that are taken in an evil net, and as the birds 
that are caught in the snare; so are the sons of men snared in an evil time, when it falleth suddenly 
upon them. 

 
18 Wisdom is better than weapons of war: but one sinner destroyeth much good. 
 

CHAPTER 10 
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1 Dead flies cause the ointment of the apothecary to send forth a stinking savour: so doth a little 
folly him that is in reputation for wisdom and honour. 

 
CHAPTER 11 

 
6 In the morning sow thy seed, and in the evening withhold not thine hand: for thou knowest not 

whether shall prosper, either this or that, or whether they both shall be alike good. 
 
9  Rejoice, O young man, in thy youth; and let thy heart cheer thee in the days of thy youth, and 

walk in the ways of thine heart, and in the sight of thine eyes: but know thou, that for all these 
things God will bring thee into judgment.

30 Even the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall: 
31 But they that wait upon the LORD shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings 

as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint. 
 

CHAPTER 41 
 
8 But thou, Israel, art my servant, Jacob whom I have chosen, the seed of Abraham my friend. 
9 Thou whom I have taken from the ends of the earth, and called thee from the chief men thereof, 

and said unto thee, Thou art my servant; I have chosen thee, and not cast thee away. 
10  Fear thou not; for I am with thee: be not dismayed; for I am thy God: I will strengthen thee; 

yea, I will help thee; yea, I will uphold thee with the right hand of my righteousness. 
 
17 When the poor and needy seek water, and there is none, and their tongue faileth for thirst, I the 

LORD will hear them, I the God of Israel will not forsake them. 
18 I will open rivers in high places, and fountains in the midst of the valleys: I will make the 

wilderness a pool of water, and the dry land springs of water. 
 

CHAPTER 42 
 
6 I the LORD have called thee in righteousness, and will hold thine hand, and will keep thee, and 

give thee for a covenant of the people, for a light of the Gentiles;

20 The beast of the field shall honour me, the dragons and the owls: because I give waters in the 

wilderness, and rivers in the desert, to give drink to my people, my chosen. 
21 This people have I formed for myself; they shall shew forth my praise. 
22  But thou hast not called upon me, O Jacob; but thou hast been weary of me, O Israel. 
23 Thou hast not brought me the small cattle of thy burnt offerings; neither hast thou honoured 

me with thy sacrifices. I have not caused thee to serve with an offering, nor wearied thee with 
incense. 

24 Thou hast bought me no sweet cane with money, neither hast thou filled me with the fat of thy 
sacrifices: but thou hast made me to serve with thy sins, thou hast wearied me with thine iniquities. 

25 I, even I, am he that blotteth out thy transgressions for mine own sake, and will not remember 
thy sins. 

26 Put me in remembrance: let us plead together: declare thou, that thou mayest be justified. 
 

CHAPTER 44 
 
10 Who hath formed a god, or molten a graven image that is profitable for nothing? 
 

CHAPTER 45 
 
7 I form the light, and create darkness: I make peace, and create evil: I the LORD do all these 

things. 
8 Drop down, ye heavens, from above, and let the skies pour down righteousness: let the earth 

open, and let them bring forth salvation, and let righteousness spring up together; I the LORD have 
created it. 

 
CHAPTER 49 

 
3 And said unto me, Thou art my servant, O Israel, in whom I will be glorified. 
 
5  And now, saith the LORD that formed me from the womb to be his servant, to bring Jacob 

again to him, Though Israel be not gathered, yet shall I be glorious in the eyes of the LORD, and 
my God shall be my strength. 

 
CHAPTER 51 

 
11 Therefore the redeemed of the LORD shall return, and come with singing unto Zion; and 

everlasting joy shall be upon their head: they shall obtain gladness and joy; and sorrow and 
mourning shall flee away. 

 
CHAPTER 55 

 
3 Incline your ear, and come unto me: hear, and your soul shall live; and I will make an 

everlasting covenant with you, even the sure mercies of David. 
 
11 So shall my word be that goeth forth out of my mouth: it shall not return unto me void, but it 

shall accomplish that which I please, and it shall prosper in the thing whereto I sent it. 
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CHAPTER 56 
 
6 Also the sons of the stranger, that join themselves to the LORD, to serve him, and to love the 

name of the LORD, to be his servants, every one that keepeth the sabbath from polluting it, and 
taketh hold of my covenant; 

7 Even them will I bring to my holy mountain, and make them joyful in my house of prayer: their 
burnt offerings and their sacrifices shall be accepted upon mine altar; for mine house shall be called 
an house of prayer for all people. 

 
CHAPTER 57 

 
15 For thus saith the high and lofty One that inhabiteth eternity, whose name is Holy; I dwell in 

the high and holy place, with him also that is of a contrite and humble spirit, to revive the spirit of 
the humble, and to revive the heart of the contrite ones.

13  If thou turn away thy foot from the sabbath, from doing thy pleasure on my holy day; and call 
the sabbath a delight, the holy of the LORD, honourable; and shalt honour him, not doing thine 
own ways, nor finding thine own pleasure, nor speaking thine own words: 

14 Then shalt thou delight thyself in the LORD; and I will cause thee to ride upon the high places 
of the earth, and feed thee with the heritage of Jacob thy father: for the mouth of the LORD hath 
spoken it.

13 For my people have committed two evils; they have forsaken me the fountain of living waters, 
and hewed them out cisterns, broken cisterns, that can hold no water.

41 Yea, I will rejoice over them to do them good, and I will plant them in this land assuredly with 

my whole heart and with my whole soul.
